Members will find that “things ain’t what thesed to be” when they have to apply for a new
passport. Here is some useful informatigathered when | applied for one recently.

First of all a spot of advice — stay calm pagient and try to retain a sense of humour!!!

1. You can no longer phone the consular section aEthbassy to ask them to send you an
application form. After pressing all the buttonsiywill get a message telling you to check
their website and should you still require furthdormation then you have to call a number
in England. (I'm not kidding!)

You can of course still go to the Embassy and fleeé\queue to get in.

2. Once you've received and completed the requiretiagtipn form you have to send it to the
Consulate-General in Dusseldorf — yes, Dusselderf@ny - you can't just send or take it
to “our” Embassy. You must also send your old pagspyou can’t keep it as a souvenir!
Make sure you follow the new rules about size @tgour passport photos. IMPORTANT:
The person who certifies your signature and phaistOT be retired.

3. If you were born prior to 2 Septemb@29, you are eligible for a gratis passport
that will be issued in the U.K andidery will take five weeks.
If you can’t wait that long then yoan send your form to Dusseldorf and only
wait ten days. You can, if necessdutain an emergency passport.

Here again a warning — make surgp#rson who certifies your signature and
photo is not retired. | asked anfalehd who'd known me for over thirty years
to do the necessary for me. Ten détgs sending my form | received a letter
saying that the U.K Passport Agenoyld not accept the signature of a retired
person even if he/she was Britishwieleer they would accept a Dane provided
he/she wasn't retired. (The application falearly states U.K. citizen only).

New Rules for UK Passport Renewal

On 1st October 2009 the passport service for British nationals in Denmark was moved from Copenhagen to
Dusseldorf. Instead of visiting the Embassy at Kastelvej to renew your passport, use the internet by clicking
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on the Embassy'’s site:

Print out the necessary forms from the website and send the application and supporting documents and
photos direct to the British Consulate General in Dusseldorf.

Once the passport is ready, (about 12 days) Dusseldorf will return the passport direct to you using a courier
service.

All new, full UK passports are biometric. This means that they carry biological information about a person that
links them to their passport, and your renewed passport will be biometric. Facial recognition maps various
features on the face — e.g. the distances between eyes, nose, mouth and ears. The measurements are
digitally coded and are used for comparison and verification purposes. Biometric technology is perfectly safe
as facial biometrics can be taken from a good quality passport photograph.

The photograph standards required for biometric passports are higher than those needed for earlier types of
passports. Because new UK passports use facial biometrics, you must make sure your passport photographs
meet the required standards. Ensure this by checking the latest information on the DirectGov website:
www.direct.gov.uk/en/TravelAndTransport/Passports/Applicationinformation/DG 174152

These are different rules from those used in taking a photo for a Danish passport, so it is a good idea to print
the guidance, give it to your local photographer and help him with the translation.

The cost of the passport will be same £124.50. Unfortunately, there is now a courier fee of 28 €. Since you
can now fly with Air Berlin to Dusseldorf for under 200 DKK it might be an idea to go to Germany and collect it
there!

The system allows you to apply up to nine months before your current passport expires without losing any
validity. So you can take advantage of this and need not leave it until the last minute to apply.

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any other computer in the Skype network. Furtherentibe the conversation can be extended
beyond the boundries of the Skype network - thep8lservers have the ability to place voice calls
to normal landline telephones and cellular phones.

So what does this mean for an expat in somewheredlenmark?

Well it means that you can call a relative in the(br any part of the world) for free or very cheapl
using the internet.

If the final destination of the call is outside tBkype network, the nearest Skype server to that
destination will make the last leg of the call itzaf destination, and this will cost whatever tbedl
tariff is in that particular location. The parttbie conversation that traverses the Internet in the
Skype network is free.

You need a headset with a microphone connecteduocgpomputer.

So lets say that Valerie wants to speak to hegrgssmobile in Cheshire, she just uses the Skype
program to dial the UK number and wait for sometmpick the receiver at the other end. Valerie
will hear the call signal from the far end once 8ig/pe server in Cheshire end places the calldo th
destination mobile. Valerie will only be billed fdre local call to the cell phone in the UK.

If Val's sister has a computer running Skype antheoted to the Internet, then they could just call
each other's computer and set up the voice caltder They would typically start the whole
procedure by one or the other sending an SMS gellie other to power-on their computer and get
ready for a Skype call.

Some Notes on Early Christianity in Denmark and theEnglish Influence.

As taught in schools in Denmark, Christianity wasught to the country by Ansgatr,
the “Apostle of the North” in the early"@entury before being established as the
state religion by Harald “Bluetooth” about the y8&6 as signified by the famous
Jelling Stone.

However during the last few years my reading (doad of many others) has shown
that Christianity had a much earlier impact, albeia limited extent, in Denmark.
That isolated Christians lived here seems to beateld by several artefacts from
over the years carrying Christian symbols. Old grawds such as at Mammen,
Jutland (1868) and Aarslev, Funen (1820) show actefwith these symbols, which
may point to earlier Christianity existing amongmstividuals, not that there was an
organised church in place.

One of the earliest recorded missionaries to Dekmvas Willibrord, born in
Northumbria c. 658 and a monk in Ripon, before gedising, first in Frisian lands
on the Continent (he became Patron Saint of Ho)land then in Denmark. He
described the “wild Danish race” and of their kibggenus (Angatur), ruling at Ribe
(established around AD 700 as an important traglage) as “a man more cruel than
a wild animal and harder than a stone”. He furttescribed the Danes as “a fierce
and obdurate race”. Willibrord did, however, selg@tboys for the church, but the
record does not say what happened to them.

Widukind, a monk from Corvey, Westfalia who wrotaiatory of the Saxons, says
that the Danes had been Christians of old, buteasame time they served idols and
that they believed in Christ as a god, but thateleere greater gods than he.

Ansgar (c.801 - 65) while evangelising in Denmawkld never convert the mass of
the population and while he was allowed to buildrches at Hedeby (Schleswig)
and Ribe, the later kings after Harald Klak did cotvert to the faith. The Vikings
detested the ringing of bells in connection withir@ services, which they thought
abominable (a bell of later date: 950 — 1000) leenlfound at the site of the town of
Hedeby. Ansgar was present at the baptism of Haoglether with the Carolingian
Emperor, Louis the Pious at Manheim in 826, butatthwas driven out of Denmark
with Ansgar the next year. After some time in Seredvhere he built a church at
Birka, he became Archbishop of Hamburg-Bremen aed @ithout fulfilling his

wish to become a martyr. Sweden reverted to pageinsnediately after he left.

The rest of the'®century and the beginning of the next is an alrtmtsi blank in
Denmark’s history. It is not until King Gorm thed2ind a visit by another Hamburg
Archbishop, Umni, to Denmark in 936, that histompws that he was given a hostile
reception in his attempt to carry on where Ansgat tailed. Gorm is, of course, the
king who had commissioned the smaller Jelling Rtoresto his wife Thyre “the
pride of Denmark” and who was buried originallytive north mound in 958/59 (as
found by tree-ring dating of the remains of thefiodf The very large Jelling stone
erected by his son Harald “Bluetooth”, with the &rBeast or Lion and Christ’s

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crucifixion depicted, shows foreign influences avidle it may have been carried
out by a Frankish artist, at least one scholarshiggested that a stone mason from
perhaps York was responsible, in view of the manglA-Scandinavian crosses and
hogback tomb slabs from the Danelaw and Yorkslningairticular.

“The Unready”, who had vainly tried to buy thenfiwfth huge amounts of silver
since 991. He reigned over a large Empire comgigingland, Denmark and
Norway and is known as Knud the Great in Scandmdye brought missionaries,
priests, bishops and saints to Denmark from Engéarttlintroduced ecclesiastical
terminology and epistolary in church matters. &mmmple, he promulgated the
sainthood of King Edmund of East Anglia, killed tlne Danes in 869, and reverently
re-buried the corpse of the Archbishop of Canterpsiain in 912 because he
refused to pay a ransom to them. He is reportéhte walked bare footed several
miles to Chester-le-Street, Durham when St. Cuthdfadoly Island fame, had his
remains transferred there. (Ultimately they weraaeed to Durham Cathedral until
destroyed by Henry VIII at the Reformation).

There was pronounced disagreement at the turreahtllennium between the
Danish kings, including Knud, who favoured Engliskhops in opposition to the
Archbishops of Hamburg-Bremen who pressed for @ential ecclesiastical
hierarchy for the Scandinavian sees. Knud evenghioof bringing the Danish
Church under the jurisdiction of Canterbury. Acengito one source, around 1027,
halfway through Knud’s reign, an English bishop Wiasapped on his way to
Denmark by the Hamburg authorities and not releaséitihe swore to obey them!
(Denmark did not obtain its own authority until ldiwas created an Archbishopric
in 1103-04).

Besides the dominance of England in the sphereeoChurch, moneyers were
brought over to manufacture coins, and while nomds are extant, it is almost
certain that English masons were responsible farynghurches in Jutland in
particular. This is evident in a number of door lpsnand tympana, as well as interior
pillars and arches which show English influencee gheat phase of stone-built
churches which replaced many wooden buildings betpant the middle of the 1
century and lasted around 150 years.

Italy : Italy probably has the longest Christmas lunté not uncommon for the feast to last 5 hours.
Most families will have about 8 courses includimgipasti, a small portion of pasta, a roast meal,
followed by 2 salads and 2 sweet puddings - thees# fruit, brandy and chocolates.

Jamaica Christmas dinner usually consists of rice, gupgas, [pigeon peas] chicken, ox tail and
curried goat.

Latvia: The special Latvian Christmas Day meal is codkeavn peas with bacon [pork)] sauce,
small pies, cabbage and sausage.

Norway: The big festive feast takes place on Christmas Elost people around the coastal
regions eat fish; concoctions of cod and haddockeawariety called lutefisk. Inland they go for
pork chops, specially prepared sausages and oonedlgitamb.

Poland: The traditional Christmas Eve supper consistB2omon-meat dishes, representing the
months of the year and featuring fish such as ikejng and carp. Other typical Polish dishes are
fish soup, sauerkraut with wild mushrooms or peakRolish dumplings with various fillings.

Sweden Traditional Christmas Food is usually a smorgadlod caviar, shellfish, cooked and raw
fish and cheeses.

Ukraine: The people here prepare huge broths brimming mvegat for Christmas Eve rather than
Christmas Day.
