Bratislava Meeting 11. – 13. June. 
Bent and I went to Bratislava to a meeting organised by European Throughout The 
World from Friday June 11th to Sunday June 13th. We decided to stay until the 
Tuesday as we knew very little about Bratislava and Slovakia. 
 
On Friday we attended a meeting where the programme was discussed. Friday 
evening there was a banquet at which several members of the Slovakian Parliament 
and a representative of the President spoke. 
On Saturday we were in meetings from 8.30 a.m. until 5 p.m. We were welcomed by 
Mr. Vladimir Skalsky, President World Association of Slovaks Abroad and Vice-
President of ETTW and Mr. Hans Jørgen Helms, Danes World Wide, President of 
ETTW. The themes for discussion were introduced. As a result of the discussions the 
Bratislava Recommendations include (for our interest in particular) democratic and 
voting rights and the need to re-enfranchise expatriate citizens and to end 
discrimination between EU citizens based on their nationality and place of residence, 
in particular concerning the vote and the right to representation in both national and 
European Parliamentary elections. 
The full text of the Bratislava Recommendations is in the Bulletin. 
 
After an exhausting day we had an excellent dinner and went to SNT New Opera 
Theatre in Bratislava. We saw a superb production of Il Trovatore by Guiseppe 
Verdi. This beautiful Opera is in a new area of town bordering on the Danube. The 
tickets cost a fraction of those in Vienna which is only about 50 miles away. 
 
On Sunday June 13th we went for a cruise on the Danube to Devin Castle where we 
had lunch. The castle is on the Slovak/Austrian border. Queen Elizabeth II was at the 
opening of a memorial to the people who were shot trying to cross a narrow stretch 
of the river to reach Austria during the Cold War. Later we sailed back to Bratislava 
and were shown around the old town and the castle both of which are very beautiful 
and have an interesting history. 
 
After the conference closed we took the tram from the hotel into town several times. 
The local public transport functions very well. What a contrast from the new area 
near the Opera! The blocks of flats were very grey but there were parks and 
woodlands close by. We had a very interesting few days in a town which had plenty 
to offer even though it is not very big. 
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Since the meeting in Bratislava some of the Brits taking part feel it is time to form a 
Federation for British ex-pats. Most countries have some kind of federation for their 
ex-pats, but not the UK. Mr. Nicholas Newman (Brussels) and Mr. Tim Clapham 
(Warsaw) are very enthusiastic about this idea. 
Tim Clapham’s proposals are as follows: 
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We also think this is necessary. Many people are interested in voting rights for ex-
pats in British National Parliamentary elections. We are more interested in dual 
nationality and voting rights in the country of residence. But we feel that one does 
not exclude the other, and we think that we should support this initiative to form 
such a federation.

On June 28th an IPPR meeting took place in London. John Markham was at the 
meeting and here is his report:  
 
I attended this morning's release of the IPPR report "Global Brit". It is certainly a 
very comprehensive report (all 156 pages), which is now released on the IPPR web 
site. I was delighted to find that Chris was able to join the meeting and I am sure will 
provide you with a far more focussed report than I. My own observations are that 
while the objectives are good, it seems to be somewhat slower than walk before you 
can run. Certainly it is going to be a major uphill, and I suspect long haul, task to get 
HMG to react. The performance by Rob Tinline from FCO Consular Directorate was 
hardly encouraging - in fact he spent the majority of his address focussing on Brit 
expats in Spain, making the case that the priority was "emergencies".  
  
There were some good suggestions, such as appointing a Minister to be responsible 
for UK Citizens abroad - after all they are all just as much British Citizens as those in 
the UK. It was disappointing that the report specifically ducked the issue of having 
Governmental deputies for areas where there is a significant UK Expat community 
established as do the Italians, Portuguese, French, etc. Some countries were shown as 
having "ex-pat meeting points within their Embassies/Consulates. 
  
A lot of discussion was held on the question of voting rights and the lack of 
registered off-shore voters. Stress was laid on the use of the LOCATE site so that 
expats could be "registered". 
  
Obviously a lot of the initiative will be left to UK expats in their country of residence 
to form their own organizations that can bring their concerns to the attention of 
HMG and acted upon. Certainly there appears to be a lot of organizations around the 
world acting in a vacuum; the strengths of these organizations need to be brought 
together. The big question is who is going to take the initiative. I would suspect 
certainly not HMG. 
  
The report is certainly worth reading.

Instead 
of visiting the Embassy in Copenhagen you now have to forward the application 
forms, supporting documents and photos to the British Consulate General in 
Düsseldorf in Germany. This is both costly and cumbersome for British subjects in 
Denmark. It would have been far better if one could have the passport renewed in 
Copenhagen! If you are more than 80 years old the procedure is different.

                              New Rules for UK Pass port Renewal 

On 1st October 2009 the passport service for British nationals in Denmark was moved from Copenhagen to 
Dusseldorf. Instead of visiting the Embassy at Kastelvej to renew your passport, use the internet by clicking 
on the Embassy’s site:  

http://ukindenmark.fco.gov.uk/en/passports/   or website: 
http://ukindenmark.fco.gov.uk/en/passports/renewing-your-passport 
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Print out the necessary forms from the website and send the application and supporting documents and 
photos direct to the British Consulate General in Dusseldorf.

Once the passport is ready, (about 12 days) Dusseldorf will return the passport direct to you using a courier 
service.  

All new, full UK passports are biometric. This means that they carry biological information about a person that 
links them to their passport, and your renewed passport will be biometric. Facial recognition maps various 
features on the face – e.g. the distances between eyes, nose, mouth and ears. The measurements are 
digitally coded and are used for comparison and verification purposes. Biometric technology is perfectly safe 
as facial biometrics can be taken from a good quality passport photograph. 

The photograph standards required for biometric passports are higher than those needed for earlier types of 
passports. Because new UK passports use facial biometrics, you must make sure your passport photographs 
meet the required standards. Ensure this by checking the latest information on the DirectGov website:  
www.direct.gov.uk/en/TravelAndTransport/Passports/Applicationinformation/DG_174152 

These are different rules from those used in taking a photo for a Danish passport, so it is a good idea to print 
the guidance, give it to your local photographer and help him with the translation. 

The cost of the passport will be same £124.50. Unfortunately, there is now a courier fee of 28 €. Since you 
can now fly with Air Berlin to Dusseldorf for under 200 DKK it might be an idea to go to Germany and collect it 
there! 

The system allows you to apply up to nine months before your current passport expires without losing any 
validity. So you can take advantage of this and need not leave it until the last minute to apply.

Mr. Jean-Claude Séché, Vice president, represented the ETTW at a conference on 27 April 2010 on Reassessing 
European Citizenship organised by Centre for European Policy Studies. He had occasion to discuss with the main 
speaker Mrs Viviane Hoffman, Deputy Head of cabinet of Commissioner Viviane Reding on the subject of diplomatic 
and consular protection. 
 
Rome 
 
Following the Paris conference on 30 September 2008 the conference on 30 April 2010 on “Europe on the Move, from 
Migrants to European Citizens” was organised by the Consiglio Generale degli Italiani all’estero and its Secretary 
General Mr. Elio Carozza in the Aula del Senato della Repubblica in the magnificent Palazzo Madama. It was chaired 
by Vice president of the Senate Mrs Emma Bonino and Senator Mr Claudio Micheloni. The ETTW participants were 
Mrs. Noreen Bowden, Mrs. Karine Henrotte-Forsberg and Messrs. Newman, Nothomb and Skalský. Mr Skalský 
described the ETTW, with special reference to the Stockholm Recommendations, Mr. Nothomb spoke on the Europeans 
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living outside the EU thus everywhere in the world, Mrs Bowden spoke about the diaspora, social needs and the lack of 
voting rights and Mrs Henrotte-Forsberg and Mr. Newman spoke on different aspects of the ETTW's and our members' 
education activities and the need to teach our children about the EU and develop a feeling of European citizenship. 
There were also strong speeches, notably from the British and French delegations. All emphasized the need to respect 
voting rights in the country of origin for the expatriates, which are not, or only partly, recognised by a number of 
member states. There were also resounding calls for proper representation of expatriate European citizens in the EU 
institutions. All in all the ETTW delegation made a significant contribution to the discussions which will be reflected in 
the forthcoming recommendations from the conference, which are to be published by the organizers, the CGIE. 
 
Wien 
 
Mr Helms on 30 April upon invitation presented the ETTW and its member associations to the Board of 
Auslandösterreicher Weltbund at a meeting also attended by the director of the Swiss association for the Swiss Abroad. 
The presentation was followed by an extensive discussion on the associations for expatriated nationals and their 
activities as well as on the value for the expatriated Europeans of joining forces in a federation like the ETTW. The two 
associations – the Austrian and the Swiss – accepted our invitation to participate at a senior level in the ETTW Meeting 
in Bratislava on 11 – 13 June in view of their continuing interest in the ETTW affairs.

Together with our host Mr Vladimir Skalský, Vice president ETTW, President of the World Association of Slovaks 
living Abroad, the ETTW Executive Committee (Bureau) is presently engaged in preparations for the annual meeting 
and general assembly meeting on 11 – 13 June 2010.

We also decided to include Monty London’s information on Skype again: 
Save lots of money on long distance telephone calls using "SKYPE" 
 
If you have a good Broadband Internet connection, you can install and run "Skype" on your 
computer to make long distance voice calls to relatives and friends. 
 
Skype is a little piece of computer software, and it's available for free. 
 
Once installed on your computer, it will become part of a global Internet network of computers, all 
of which are running the Skype software program. 
 
Once your computer joins the Skype network you'll be able set up voice conversations with users on 
any other computer in the Skype network. Further more the the conversation can be extended 
beyond the boundries of the Skype network - the Skype servers have the ability to place voice calls 
to normal landline telephones and cellular phones. 
 
So what does this mean for an expat in somewhere like Denmark? 
 
Well it means that you can call a relative in the UK (or any part of the world) for free or very 
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cheaply using the internet. 
 
If the final destination of the call is outside the Skype network, the nearest Skype server to that 
destination will make the last leg of the call to final destination, and this will cost whatever the local 
tariff is in that particular location. The part of the conversation that traverses the Internet in the 
Skype network is free. 
 
You need a headset with a microphone connected to your computer. 
 
So lets say that Valerie wants to speak to her sister's mobile in Cheshire, she just uses the Skype 
program to dial the UK number and wait for someone to pick the receiver at the other end. Valerie 
will hear the call signal from the far end once the Skype server in Cheshire end places the call to the 
destination mobile. Valerie will only be billed for the local call to the cell phone in the UK. 
 
If Val's sister has a computer running Skype and connected to the Internet, then they could just call 
each other's computer and set up the voice call for free. They would typically start the whole 
procedure by one or the other sending an SMS telling the other to power-on their computer and get 
ready for a Skype call.
